I’ve read about different religions
at an early age. However, Christianity was not one of the religions I was exposed to. I
grew up in a traditional Chinese family that performed simple ancestral and Buddhism
worship rituals. For me, they were only routines of traditions. Before Christ, I didn’t
think I was a sinner.

I was first exposed to Christianity as a kid, from TV show I watch. Characters on the
show pray in front of Christ in a church at times of adversity. This image planted a seed
in my mind. It gave me the idea that there is a God that people can rely on. After [ came
to Canada, I attended a Catholic high school. It was during my high school years, the
seed of faith sprouted. I began talking to God. At that time, I was not aware that I was
praying. I join a Christian fellowship at my final years of university. That was when I
first accepted Jesus as my saviour. I came to NCAC in 2015 and I was again led to the
decision to follow Christ. After my decision to follow Christ; my faith didn’t grow until
this past year. In the past year, I’ve experience quite a bit of changes and obstacles.
Through these experiences, | witnessed God’s hand working on me. I witness how His
love and grace are making positive changes in my life. I’m very thankful for my PCG
and for the brothers and sisters God has gifted me. Through times of spiritual doubts,
they were living testimonies of God’s love and presences. It has been more than 20
years since I first met Christ.

No matter how many times I’ve turn my back on Him, He continue to knock on
my door. He was like a persistent gardener whom never stop tending the seed He plant-
ed in my heart until it flourished.

After accepting Christ, I no longer feel alone. I no longer based my value on what I can
or can’t accomplished. I know that I am precious because I am loved by God, whom is
so amazing, so great. I try to incorporate God’s standards into my daily life. My interac-
tions with people and things are now directed by four letters. They are WWJD, what
would Jesus do. I am grateful that God didn’t give up on me. Because of that, I am able

to become a part of NCAC and share my testimony with you all today.
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Most of the people that attend English ser-
vice are, like me, second generation Canadi-
ans of immigrant parents. We did not do
anything to inherit our citizenship. We in-

try we are from in search of a better life.
We get access to free health care and free
education until grade 12 in French or English. We also get access to post
secondary education in various formats. There is a lot we take for granted
such as our literacy and hot and cold water when we open the tap. I did
not do anything to inherit my Canadian citizenship. 1 am privileged as
is everyone in Canada and everyone in this church.

Similarly, Christ Jesus gave me the free gift of salvation and eternal life
by dying on the cross for me. I did not do anything to inherit this privi-
lege. I would like to take this opportunity to thank Pastor Vinson Samuel
and Vincent Yeung, my Small Group leaders. I came to this church in
2015 from a catholic background and it is through Pastor Vinson’s ser-
mons and Vincent’s class that I came to know Christ and what He did on
the cross for me. Vincent teaches me how to cope with life and gives me
very important lessons from the bible. He opened my eyes to the bible

and all the biblical teaching and lessons.
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Christianity is so big on praying and gratitude. I have been hospitalized
9 times and have had many turning points in my recovery. My biggest
one was when I started gratitude and thanking God for everything includ-
ing m life. I think that is how to live life with thanksgiving to God for
everything I was introduced to this church by Andrew Tam someone I
studied Computer Engineering at UofT with. I found people that genu-
inely believe in the bible and genuinely care about me. That is why [
keep coming back. People pray for me and care about me. With this bap-
tism I start a new life as a follower of Christ and I say goodbye to my old
life. I’'m going to conclude with Luke 15 v 10. In the same way I tell
you, that here is rejoicing in the presence of angels of God over one sin-

ner who repents.
