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Up till 6 years ago, I was a non believer. I trust my own ability to cope
with life's challenges. I took it personally when people affronted me or
hurt my feeling; not only I would not forgive them but get even with

them. I also got angry, irritated and frustrated when things didn’t work

out the way I expected.

All of a sudden, I experienced a significant change in my personal life. |
came to Toronto, a total strange place with no friends & very little mon-
ey. It was the most difficult & challenging time for me. I was scared &
felt at lost. Miraculously I met these English speaking Christian friends
who took me to their church. This was the first time I learned about Je-
sus. However, due to the language barriers, they introduced me to Rev.

Mak, who brought me to this church.

I learned that God really loved me enough to send his only Son to die in
my place & to forgive my sin; I receive the free gift of eternal life. So it
was during the Alpha Course, I reaffirmed my faith and gave my life to
Jesus Christ.

God is full love and grace; He gave me the opportunity to start my dry
cleaning business. Though I had to learn the rules & regulations from

scratch, God is always there for me. The Lord gives me the wisdom to
deal with difficult clients (e.g. when one client refused to pay for the 2

piece suits. Instead of getting angry, I turned to the Lord & pray.
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Praise the Lord, 3 days later, he returned & paid the full amount & even
with a small tip).

The Lord has transformed me over the years. I learn to love & to forgive,
to be patience and turn o the Lord for help. I have developed a better re-
lationship with my ex & his family. God’s unconditional love has shown
me what it means to live for him—to live a life that glorifies him and
puts him before all things. Not only did God give me a great family:
NCAC family to love me and care for me, He saved me from a life of sin
and darkness. And I know He loves me "...forever and always, no matter

what."
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I am delighted and excited to be baptised as a believer of Christ and be
part of the Church family. All these years, I was reluctant to get baptised

but now is the time for me. Praise the Lord!

Though I grew up in a Buddhist family, my parents wanted me and my
siblings to attend Catholic schools. From early on, I experienced many
struggles and difficult situations but never gave importance to God or

allowed Him to be the center of my life.

The last 5 years, I struggled with physical disability and was troubled
about my uncertain future. It was at this time, [ met some friends who
took me to church, gave me the bible and heard my difficult situation.
Reading the bible got me excited even though I understood it less. There

was a desire in me to attend church worship and to know the Lord Jesus.

It was in June/July 2014, that my neighbour who was a member here in-

troduced me to NCAC. From then on, I began attending NCAC together
with my daughter Ffion and realised a difference in my life. On Decem-

ber 21, 2014, Rev Raymond Liu spoke on “Emmanuel, God with us” and
invited people to raise their hands if they wanted to know Christ. I raised
my hand to know the Lord Jesus. Rev Raymond and his wife counselled
me after the service — it was then I surrendered and accepted Jesus as my

Saviour and Lord. I felt the joy and the peace of Christ in my life.
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From then on, I began reading the bible, listened to Christian radio pro-
grams and enjoyed the preaching ministry stations. The Lord started
working in my life, I was able to forgive people who treated me unfairly
