Natalie Wong

My journey with Heavenly Father and the Lord Jesus began back in
my days at a Catholic Elementary school. Later, my mother brought
my sister and | to a Christian church, though we eventually stopped
attending for various reasons. Despite my lack of a steady church life
over the years, Heavenly Father never gave up on me—He constantly
placed people in my life to invite me back. For a long time, friends and
colleagues reached out repeatedly, yet I never truly stepped through
the doors. It wasn’t until I moved to Canada that a chance to
participate in a fishing trip hosted by the church introduced me to
NCAC. Since joining this community, every worship service and
sermon has felt like God speaking directly to me. His words deeply
touch my heart, revealing my weaknesses and needs, and gently
leading me back to Him. Driven by these promptings and by His
grace, | am receiving the baptism today.

Since believing in the Lord, | have found true peace in my heart. In the
past, | lived with constant anxiety and fear, feeling as though | was
surrounded by negative energy. | sought security through traditional
rituals, fortune-telling, tarot cards, and even buying crystals for
protection. Back then, if | forgot to wear my crystals for even one day,
I would feel panicked. However, since | started attending church in
Canada, that fear has gradually vanished, replaced by a sense of calm
and stability.
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God has also provided healing to me. For two or three years, | suffered
from recurring infections in my right ear canal. It was painful and
frequently discharged pus. Even after seeing specialists, the condition
would only improve briefly before returning, leading me to give up on
treatment. The problem persisted after | moved to Canada. Yet, after
I made the decision to follow Christ, my ear healed completely without
any further medical intervention. In that moment, I knew it was God
who had healed me.

Last July, I was laid off from my job. As someone new to this country,
the prospect of finding work was daunting and filled me with panic. |
am so grateful for the prayers and support of my sisters in Christ;
God opened a door for me. After several interviews, | prayed
specifically before my final one, asking Him for success. The interview
turned out to be incredibly simple: the employer asked only a few
guestions and had me write down my full Chinese name. That was it. |
was asked to start the very next day. My new office is located on the
street behind my old company, so the commute is familiar, and the
work is a perfect fit. | truly feel this was the best arrangement God
prepared for me. Thank you, Lord, for your constant support and
guidance. May I continue to grow in Him, and may all the glory be
His.
