I came to know Christ when I
was eleven years old, and I did not
grow up in a Christian family. I went
to church once as a small child, but
nothing stuck with me and I had no
idea what Christianity was. [ had a
challenging environment growing up,
and making friends was very difficult

for me. As I felt an emptiness in my

life, I was always seeking friends who
would stay with me, but it always
turned out to be temporary, and I could never build a stable relationship
with them. I sought after many earthly possessions and that lifestyle. I
eventually went through a lot of pain because I was slow to find out that
earthly possessions don’t last forever. On top of that, I was an extremely
self-conscious person that cared about what others thought of me. I kept
seeking that lifestyle and my life was empty and purposeless yet again.
My family and I were brought to NCAC by auntie Emily. As an
introverted child with a fragile personality, I didn’t expect much from
this place they called ‘church’. But somehow when I first came in I felt
welcomed, like I came into a place I belonged. I was honestly blown
away, especially since I’ve never felt that I fit in anywhere. Going to
church that first time and coming back again and again made me feel the

love and warmth I was seeking, unlike anywhere else. I found myself

going back even on days my family did not go, just to grasp the Spirit’s
presence and comfort in my life. Every single time I went back I felt like
I didn’t deserve God’s love, because of the selfish and angry personality I
had, and for all the things I’ve said or done to my friends or family. But
yet God’s forgiveness and mercy saved me while I was in my darkest
place. I accepted Christ as my personal Savior at my first VBS that sum-
mer. Something compelled me to raise my hand when the pastor asked if
we accept Jesus. I knew that if I passed up the decision, I would never
find anything like it ever again. [ remember thinking, “Knowing Jesus is
the best thing that has ever happened and will happen to me.”

One of the most important lessons I’ve learned from my journey
with Christ so far is that His grace is something I will never deserve. Je-
sus has shown me so much grace, from the people he has blessed me
with and being with me in adverse times. Because He died for me, [ am
dead to sin but alive in Christ. I often feel overwhelmed, but I know that
God has a purpose for my life, and I can only stay faithful to Him and
live according to His will. Being a child of God does not mean you don’t
face hardships, it means that you have a heavenly Father to look towards.
