Matthew Wong

I started going to church ever since | could remember. | was blessed

with having two loving parents that gives me the opportunity to learn
and explore more about Christianity. | have a spiritually strong brother
who is one of my personal role models | look up to, but as | found out
knowing Jesus Christ and accepting him as my personal Savior is a solo
journey that | had to make on my own.
Growing up I wasn’t the most interactive person in the world, to say I
was shy was an understatement as | only felt comfortable with people |
knew really well. Confidence was a big issue for me growing up as |
started hurting myself because I didn’t know any better. One of my clos-
est friends dragged me out of that hole and got me back on the right path.
This was really only a temporary solution however, as she died and it has
already been a little more than a year since she passed away.
